Make sure you are up on
all the latest HR software. Join at least one professional association (SHRM or ASTD).

You enjoy counseling, helping and giving advice. You thrive on situations where people rely on you for your expertise.

Professional Appllcatlons: Those that enjoy advising often end up in fields such as psychology, social work, financial
planning, accounting, insurance, consulting, and so forth. A further review of your thinking style and behavior patterns can narrow this down
considerably with a high degree of precision. Any field where you have had a chance to develop a distinguishable expertise will open the door
for you to take a more consultative or advisory role in your dealings with people. Many sales people, for example, focus on a consultative
approach that allows them to foster a long-term relationship with clients where the clients rely on the salesperson for expertise and not just
basic marketing information. Medical sales people, personal financial advisors, and many others thrive on this role. In your current field, you
should ask yourself whether you are regularly sharing expertise with others in this advisory capacity. If you are not, you may need some
assertiveness coaching so that you can feel more comfortable expressing your ideas and opinions.

Assertiveness is derived from understanding your own rights and values, but it is easiest to implement when you also understand the
perspective of your listener. At College & Career Matchup/CCM, we call this “recalibrating the sight”. This technique can allow you to display
and hold on to confidence that you didn't think you possessed. In order to determine your current level of assertiveness as compared to the
working population, a comprehensive evaluation can be tremendously useful.

If you feel the need to build on your assertiveness, you will probably benefit from attending social and network functions, and in particular,
political functions. These give you the opportunity to express your opinions, and the more you do this, the more you will be comfortable
expressing your ideas (even with new acquaintances).

Perhaps the most difficult task of an advisor is to build up wisdom. You simply cannot do this overnight. Expertise and wisdom are related, but
they are not quite the same thing. Wisdom is almost always appreciated by the recipient, while expertise is frequently resented. What is the
difference? Wisdom is a confidence that has been earned by life experiences, while expertise may have been gained solely through academic
pursuit. If you are an advisor, the more life experiences you bring to the table, the more credible your expertise and the more you will be
perceived as “wise” rather than “smart”. Have you stretched yourself to actually exercise the concepts you expound in the real world? Don't be
afraid to try out new concepts and to prove out established principles. Where possible, put yourself in situations where you can apply what you
teach others to your own life. This will help you find any flaws or weaknesses in your theories. Don't be afraid to put your ideas and opinions to
the test. Engage in conversations with people of stature who have divergent views from your own. “As iron sharpens iron, so shall one man
sharpen another”.

Energlzmg ACtivIties:  The first thing you might want to do is study (leisure time) more about a favorite subject where you could
eventually give great advice to someone else on an informal basis. Many people study nutrition and alternative medicine so that they can
share their knowledge with others. If you enjoy bird watching, which is actually the nation's number 1 hobby, buy some bird guide books to
bone up on all the varieties. Spend some quality time with your self learning about what stimulates you (read, attend lectures, search the Net),
and you will eventually be able to give quality advice to others on a variety of issues including: how to buy and sell on E-Bay, how to increase
your memory skills, how to paint a landscape, how to care for an elderly parent, how to fix a computer, etc. If you aren't already at capacity on
volunteering, consider getting active in Boys or Girls scouting programs. On a less frequent basis, you could serve as a block or precinct
captain for your preferred political party. Consider running for local elective office. Create an Internet blog or write a paper on your favorite
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area of expertise (often leads to an income opportunity). Begin building a collection of your favorite articles, books, or any items relevant to
your favorite area of expertise. Where possible, join competitions in your area of expertise to keep yourself sharp. Write a book about your
area of expertise. Contact your community paper and offer to write articles about your subject area of expertise (doesn't have to be your
profession).

Volunteering as a prayer counselor, Big Brother, mentor, or tutor in the subject of your choice. Become active in the Boy and Girl Scouts, etc.
Consider working as a volunteer or sponsor of church youth groups or civic youth groups. Volunteering with social service agencies and non-
profit foundations is also a good opportunity for you. Be a volunteer financial counselor to help people get out of debt. Volunteer at a social
services organization. Coach a youth sports team. The list of options is nearly endless. You will be most energized by pursuing activities that
tie into your other passions, so review the other passions in your guide and use them as a reference for your advising opportunities.

Start cross-country running. Learn how to fly fish or go bass fishing. Explore all forms of hunting, including bow hunting. Take up birdwatching
and join a birdwatching club. Expand on that by taking up wildlife photography or cinematography. Astronomy might be a nice hobby for you,
as would gardening (explore the options -- butterfly gardening, xeriscape gardening, bonsai gardens, catnip gardens, herb gardens, etc.) You
may also like being a rockhound or beachcomber. Set up an aquarium and keep it stocked with freshwater or saltwater fish. build a backyard
pond.

Consider an exotic pet (rats, snakes, ferrets, sugar gliders, hedgehogs, boa constrictors, parrots, myna birds, geckos). Volunteer at the zoo,
work part-time as a vet assistant, learn to train your pet or show your pet in competitive shows. Go horseback riding. Make hunting and/or
fishing a regular part of your recreation. Scuba and snorkeling can get you close to nature, which is probably a priority with you. Plan trips for
your family to wilderness areas (ecotravel), and introduce your family members to the finer points of the outdoors (hunting, fishing, camping,
hiking, kayaking, whitewater rafting, etc.). Volunteer with Agricultural clubs at your neighborhood schools. Volunteer to walk the llamas or feed
the chimpanzees at the zoo each week (or whatever task is available).

Further review of a portfolio, audition, or recital materials would help narrow your focus on your greatest passions,
along with a comprehensive review of your thinking style and behavior patterns. Intellectually, you may prefer making decisions using instinct
instead of facts. Because people who are creative tend to be energized by bursts of inspiration, there may be periods in between inspirational
moments where it is harder for you to maintain a positive outlook. For this reason, creatively inclined individuals will normally benefit from
positive affirmation. It may be helpful for you to make positive, affirming statements to yourself every day (scripture is a fabulous source of
material), and for you to associate with positively-focused people in your daily dealings.

Professional Appllcatlons: Being in charge of special events for your firm; playing a role in the decorating of the office;
activities that relate to the advertising, design, promotion, decorating (interior, fashion, floral, etc.), or marketing of your firm’s products and
services. Work in the advertising, entertainment, graphics, design, professional meeting and event planning, or fine arts would naturally allow
for creative expression along these lines. If you are not currently involved in these functions within your job or your company, seek out
opportunities to handle responsibilities that relate to these activities.

Energlzmg ACtIVItIES:  You have a myriad of exciting opportunities. Learn to play an instrument (it's never too late!) or if you
already play, join or form a band or group. Don't overlook the more obscure instruments (bagpipes, 12-string guitar, xylophone, harpsichord,
etc.) If you're just getting started, guitar, clarinet and piano are great foundational instruments. Learn how to compose music and write lyrics
(poetry). If you are less musically inclined, have fun with Karaoke, or try Karaoke if you are serious singer (they have both a Karaoke spots).
Attend concerts and films that have themes that you appreciate.

Visual Arts, which can include illustration (charcoal, pen and ink, pastels), design, painting (watercolor, oil, tempera), photography, video, film
production; music (any instrument, voice, sound design, recording music, sound engineering, composition and directing), being a DJ at
dances and other functions; decorating and interior, landscape or architectural design. For enjoyment, take any applicable classes in these
subjects at a nearby college. Many people have only had cursory opportunities to explore their creativity. If this is the case with you, give
yourself time to develop higher skill in these talents and do not be overly critical of your progress as you explore your giftedness in the creative
arena.

Don't overlook the crafts like woodworking, needlepoint, quilting, sewing, macrame, silkscreen printing (tee shirts), stained glass, building
birdhouses by hand, decorating picture frames, creating family albums, visiting museums, antiquing, learning to design your own landscapes,
calligraphy, glassblowing, etc.

Additionally, you may enjoy the culinary arts and the finer points of viticulture (wine growing) and wine tasting. If you enjoy cuisine or would

like to explore your talent in cooking various dishes, you may want to focus on your favorite areas, such as barbecue, desserts, cakes, cordon
bleu (if you enjoy gourmet cuisine), mexican, italian, french and so on. Artists and those that appreciate art may also explore talents that are
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not so typical (taxidermy, for example).

Make sure you are always being trained and attended by top professionals and you are following all proper
procedures. If you are an adult with responsibilities to others (family, for example), you need to weigh the downside of the potential risks you
are inclined to take versus the enjoyment you derive. It's one thing to play tackle football when you are young, but it is another matter entirely
when you are over 40 and 20 pounds overweight with bad knees. You may also need to factor in the cost of such activities (Sky diving,
piloting, scuba diving, spearfishing, for example, may cause you to be rated or excluded on some life insurance plans) and weigh those costs
against the benefit to you in terms of fulfillment.

Additional activities
and recreational hobbies we would recommend for high-adventure or high-exertion people include aviation (including helicopters),
windsurfing, sailing, snorkeling, wakeboarding, indoor soccer, lacrosse, rugby, volleyball, basketball, flag football, jogging, technical climbing,
free climbing, fencing, marathoning, 10-k, triathlons, mountain biking, motorcycling, snowboarding, paintball, hot-air ballooning, paragliding,
parasailing, gliding and bungee jumping. You might want to explore yoga as a way to balance out all the excitement in your life. On your trips,
go ecotouring or adventure touring, including things like white water rafting and kayaking.

Black belt designation (or higher, if applicable) is a worthy pursuit for you in any of the matrtial arts.
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
